Andrew’s Top Tip— Christmas Tree Survival Techniques

OK so it’s another Christmas article and the big day is still some
weeks away. However, by taking a few simple steps you can
ensure that your real Christmas tree from Brundall Home

Hardware will last for years to come.

This year Alison and | spent a lovely
October day walking around a
Christmas tree field picking out each
potted living tree that we will have
on sale from mid November. We
have selected trees with a good
shape and size. Being Nordmann firs 2t
you should not experience any major needle drop. Our supplier
grows these in a field and uses a specially adapted mechanical
spade to remove the tree with most of the root system in tact.
This means that your tree has every chance of surviving beyond
Christmas. Keep them well watered and away from a direct
source of heat and you will have a happy tree. We will also be
stocking some small table top trees which have been pot grown.

Follow the same care techniques.

We will also stock larger cut trees. Before taking indoors cut off
approx 25mm from the trunk and keep the base of the tree well

watered. This will help keep the tree fresh over Christmas.
